Ooak Thicket Park offers eight cabins. Three
types of cabins are available for park
guests. Efficiencies sleep up fo four people,
the two-bedroom cabin will sleep up to 6
and as many as 14 people can bunk down
in each of the two bunkhouse cabins.

All cabins have heat and A/C, bed and
bath linens, satellite TV, coffee maker, small
refrigerator, microwave and bathrooms.
There are also picnic tables, grills and
campfire rings outside. The two-bedroom
and bunkhouse include their own
kitchenettes for cooking indoors.

For campers with RV's, Oak Thicket Park
offers 20 campsites with water and electric
hookups. Four of these sites have 50 amp
electric hookups for those larger RV's. For
campers without their own RV, Oak Thicket
offers eight screened shelters with elecricity,
water, ceiling fans, picnic table, grill and
fire rings. There are 20 campsites with 30
or 50 amp electric hookups and water.
